A PROGRAMME DESIGNED

The Executive MSc is designed to fit around a 
busy career. It offers full-time professionals from 
anywhere in the world the opportunity to study 
flexibly while continuing to work.

The 16-month programme begins each September 
and is delivered through three intensive two-week 
teaching sessions at LSE’s London campus, with 
independent study and assignments between 
sessions. Outside the teaching blocks, you can 
continue to live and work in the UK or overseas. 
After the taught component, you will complete a 
dissertation on a topic of your choice, with support 
from an academic supervisor.
